Over 3.5 million dollars raised for Famine Relief
Campaign: “Pray-Give-Speak Out”
On 7 June 2017 the Canadian Conference of Catholic Bishops (CCCB) 

coordinated and launched an ecumenical and interfaith appeal in response to 

the famines in South Sudan and the extreme food shortages in Yemen, 

northeast Nigeria and Somalia. The campaign entitled "Pray-Give-Speak Out" 

brought together three Canadian Catholic aid and development agencies to 

facilitate the collection of funds: the Canadian Catholic Organization for 

Development and Peace-Caritas Canada, Aid to the Church in Need Canada, 

and Canadian Jesuits International. This appeal was intended to dovetail with 

the Government of Canada's fundraising program, the "Famine Relief Fund", 

in which it would match 1:1 every donation made to a registered Canadian 

charity between March 17 and June 30.
